Either you will be reimbursed for the pay you lose by missing work to participate in practicum
or your employer will be reimbursed for the cost of paying a substitute to cover your classroom
responsibilities while you are gone (and still receiving your regular salary) up to a maximum of $1200.

Eligibility

Applicants must work with children from birth to five years or supervise teachers who do, for at least
15 hours per week, in a licensed or exempt facility, for at least the last 9 months and continue to be
employed at the same facility. Applicants must have completed or be concurrently enrolled in ECE
125 or an equivalent course from another college. Applicants must complete additional Professional
Development Program participant paperwork as required and have their Supervisor’'s permission to
participate.

Selection Criteria
All eligible applicants will be considered; if the college receives more qualified applicants than funds
available, demonstration of financial need will be a deciding factor with the following priorities in mind:
(please list which priority criteria/s you meet on your application)
1. Students who have completed all required coursework for the Associate Degree in ECE
and/or a higher level permit except supervised field experience.
2. Students who have completed all the requirements to become a Mentor Teacher,
except the supervised field experience.
3. Students whose employer needs them to upgrade their permit for a new job assignment
4. Students who have been teaching full-time for 3+ years.
