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GRANT APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

General Information

First 5 Contra Costa Children and Families Commission is pleased to announce the availability of $110,000 for Ready, Set, Read Literacy Fair Community Grants. Grants up to $500 are available to purchase books, developmentally appropriate toys and early literacy materials appropriate for children up to age five at a First 5 Contra Costa sponsored Literacy Fair. Selected grantees will be required to attend an early literacy workshop prior to receiving the shopping vouchers. This award can only be used at our Literacy Fair.  

Eligibility 

Licensed Child Care Providers from all communities in Contra Costa County are eligible to apply.  All providers must complete the application and attach a copy of their current facility license. The materials purchased with our grant funds must provide specific and direct benefits to children up to age five years who are residents of Contra Costa County. Child Care facilities must also be located in Contra Costa County. A minimum of fifty percent of the funding will be awarded to eligible family child care providers.  Only one application per center location is permitted.
Selection Process
Applications will be selected using a lottery system. Incomplete applications will not be accepted. Applications without a copy of a current facility license are considered incomplete.  Space is limited and only 1 representative from the selected organization can attend.  No children, spouses or others will be allowed.
Priority will be given to providers who were not selected during the FY 08/09 grant cycle. Please note if you were selected during the last cycle to receive an award, but were unable to participate and failed to notify First 5 Contra Costa you are not eligible to apply for this current funding opportunity.

Prior grant history with the Commission and whether prior projects were completed successfully will also be considered for selecting applicants.  
How to Apply

Complete the application on the following pages and submit it with a copy of your facility license by Wednesday, September 30, 2009 no later than 12:00 noon.  For applications to be considered we must receive the original application by the deadline.
